marooned.  
• 255 relief camps have been opened in the flood affected areas in which 

9799 people have been accommodated. 
• 14431 houses have been damaged so far. 
• 87 mobile teams of doctors along with medicines have been deployed in 

the flood affected areas for providing medical care. 
• 775 cattle have been treated and 70775 cattle were vaccinated so far.  
• 17 companies of PAC have been deployed with 184 motorized boats and 88 

wooden boats in the affected areas for relief and rescue operations. 
• River Ghaghra and Rapti continue to be flowing above their danger levels 

at different places in the State.

• A fresh cyclonic circulation lies over northwest and adjoining westcentral Bay of 
Bengal extending up to mid-tropospheric levels. Under its influence, a low 
pressure area is likely to form over the area during next 24 hours. 
Consequently, fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy falls 
is likely over Orissa, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Telangana and south 
Chhattisgarh during next 2-3 days.
