Advisory issued by MHA 

• On receipt of information from IMD, an advisory has been issued by MHA to the

Jharkhand for taking appropriate precautionary measures in view of the 
depression over Orissa due to which heavy to very heavy falls with 
extremely heavy falls is likely over above states and squally winds speed 
reaching 45-55 kmph is likely in the coasts of Orissa and West Bengal. 

Human deaths 
• As per provisional information received from the affected States/UTs, 112 

human deaths (Bihar -83, Uttar Pradesh-25, West Bengal -03 and 
Orissa -01) were reported, raising the total death toll to 2182 to 2070.

lay centered at 0830 hrs IST of today, the 17th September, 2008 over north 
Orissa near Keonjhargarh.

• Under its influence, rainfall at most places with heavy to very heavy falls at 
few places and extremely heavy falls  (> 25 cm) at isolated places is likely 
over Orissa during next 24 hours and Chhattisgarh during next 48 hours. 
Rainfall at many places with isolated heavy to very heavy falls is likely over 
north coastal Andhra Pradesh and Gangetic West Bengal during next 24 
hours and over Jharkhand and east Madhya Pradesh during next 48 
hours.
