INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Monsoon Watch

· The upper air cyclonic circulation over west central and adjoining northwest Bay of Bengal extending upto mid-tropospheric level persists. Under its influence a low pressure area may form over west central Bay of Bengal and neighbourhood around 3rd September.

· Another upper air cyclonic circulation over south Rajasthan & adjoining Gujarat now lies over Gujarat and neighbourhood and extends upto 3.1 Km above mean sea level.

· The axis of monsoon trough passes through Anupgarh, Alwar, Satna, Jharsuguda, Puri and thence southeastward to eastcentral Bay of Bengal. 
· Widespread rainfall has occurred over Gujarat, Coastal Andhra Pradesh and Andaman & Nicobar Islands and fairly widespread over Konkan & Goa, Coastal Karnataka, Orissa and Punjab during past 24 hours.

· Chief amounts of rainfall (≥ 5 cm) recorded at 0830 hours IST of today is: Hyderabad and Porbander-10 each, Manglore-8, Bhuj, Agumbe, Nellore, Cuttack and Bahraich-7 each, Okha, Dwarka, Ganganagar, Amritsar and Chandigarh-5 each.

Main features

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity with isolated heavy falls likely over Gujarat during next 24 hours.

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Andhra Pradesh, south Chhattisgarh and east Madhya Pradesh during next 2-3 days.

· Isolated heavy rainfall is likely over Konkan & Goa, Coastal Karnataka, coastal Andhra Pradesh, Telengana and Andaman Nicobar Islands during next 48 hours and over Gujarat during next 24 hours.
Weather outlook for next two days
· Increase in rainfall activity over west coast, central and adjoining Peninsular India, Andaman & Nicobar Islands and parts of northwest India.
