SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 30.09.2009
	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka & Maharashtra.
WARNING (IMD)
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over coastal Orissa, South Madhya Maharashtra, Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka and south Konkan & Goa during next 48 hours.

HUMAN DEATH
· As per provisional information received from the affected States/UTs, No human death has been reported from the States during last 24 hours, thus total death toll remains 1184.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

· There is 01 Moderate flood situation site in the country against 01 Moderate flood situation site on 29.09.2009



METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Monsoon Watch

· The well marked low pressure area over westcentral Bay of Bengal and neighbourhood persists.

Main features

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity with isolated heavy to very heavy falls is likely over Orissa and Andhra Pradesh during next 2 days.

· Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls to very heavy falls is also likely over Maharashtra, Goa and Karnataka during next 4 days.

· Scattered rainfall activity is likely over extreme south peninsula & also over Chhattisgarh and Madhya Pradesh during next 3 days.

Warning
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over coastal Orissa, South Madhya Maharashtra, Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka and south Konkan & Goa during next 48 hours.

Weather outlook for next two days

· Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over central and adjoining peninsular India.

· Scattered thundershower is likely over northwest India.

CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION
· According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 30th September, 2009, there is 01 Moderate flood situation site (Assam) in the country. However, at present, no river is in unprecedented/high flood situation site in the country.  

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 30th SEPTEMBER, 2009

· In Assam, 04 teams consisting of 88 personnel (North Lakhimpur-02, Barpeta & Dhubri-01 each) alongwith equipment have been deployed in the affected areas. 

· In West Bengal, 01 team in Luies Jubli (Darjeeling) consisting of 38 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response to landslides and to organize community awareness programme in the area.

· In Bihar, 03 teams consisting of 102 personnel (Saharsa, Khagaria & Bihta -01 team each) alongwith equipment have been positioned for emergent response in case of floods or any other disaster and for carrying out rescue operation in Khagaria District where 80-90 people have drowned in river Kareh.
· In Kerala, 01 team in Calicut (Kozikode) district consisting of 24 personnel alongwith equipment has been deployed in the district for relief and rescue operations.

REPORTS RECEIVED FROM STATES/UTs

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka & Maharashtra.
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the country is not significant.
· Based on the reports received from State/UTs, details of extent of damage and relief operations are appended in Annexure-I & Annexure-II respectively.
Note: - As South West Monsoon has withdrawn from most parts of the country, this will be the last Situation Report in this series. No further Daily Situation Report on South West Monsoon 2009 will be issued with effect from 1st  October, 2009.  However, in the event of any important developments relating to a disaster situation occurring in the country, special Situation Reports specific to the event will continue to be issued.
