SPECIAL REPORT ON HEAVY RAINS/FLASH FLOODS IN ANDHRA PRADESH & KARNATAKA

I.
ANDHRA PRADESH

(a) As per preliminary report received from the Government of Andhra Pradesh, incessant rainfall has occurred from 28th September, 2009 to 02nd October, 2009, which has resulted in heavy flooding in most parts of the State.

(b)
The details of extent of damage caused due to flood is as under:-

· 14 mandals in Kurnool district and 03 mandals in Mahaboobnagar district are reported to be badly affected.

· 12 human deaths have been reported so far and 02 are injured.

· About 1.3 lakh people in Mahaboobnagar, 1.00 lakh people in Kurnool & 1.00 lakh people in Vijaywada districts have been rescued/evacuated from the affected areas.  

· 25,779 houses have been damaged.

· 801 cattle have perished.

· 204 irrigation tanks have been breached.

· 47,991 ha cropped area has been damaged.

(c)
Relief provided by the State Government:-

· 53 relief camps have been opened by the State Government in which about 56,900 people have been accommodated. 

(d)
Logistic support provided by the Government of India:-

· 06 IAF helicopters have been provided by the Ministry of Defence for carrying out rescue and relief operations. 

· 120 personnel of NDRF alongwith 32 inflatable boats and other necessary equipment have been provided to the State Government for rescue and relief operations in the affected districts by IAF Aircraft provided by the Ministry of Defence. Details of deployment are as under:-

(i) 30 personnel with 08 inflatable boats were airlifted from INS Rajali (Naval Base) at 1220 hrs and reached Shamshabad airport at 1345 hrs.

(ii) 30 personnel with 08 inflatable boats were airlifted from INS Rajali (Naval Base) at 1920 hrs by second aircraft and reached Shamshabad airport at 2000 hrs.

(iii) 30 personnel with 08 inflatable boats and other rescue equipments were airlifted from INS Rajali (Naval Base) at 1930 hrs by third aircraft to Shamshabad airport.

(iv) 30 personnel with 08 inflatable boats and other equipments were airlifted from INS Rajali to Shamshabad airport. (The aircraft could not take off earlier due to technical snag).

II.
KARNATAKA
(a) As per preliminary report received from the Government of Karnataka, incessant rainfall has occurred in the State, which has resulted in heavy flooding in some parts of the State.

(b)
The details of extent of damage caused due to flood is as under:-

· 90 human deaths have been reported so far.

· 59,472 houses have been damaged.

· 415 cattle & 700 sheep have perished.

Relief provided by the State Government:-

· 231 relief camps have been opened in which the affected population has been accommodated.

(d)
Logistic support provided by the Government of India:-

· 06 IAF helicopters have been provided by the Ministry of Defence for carrying out rescue and relief operations. 

· 125 personnel of NDRF alongwith 32 inflatable boats and other necessary equipment have been provided to the State Government for rescue and relief operations in the affected districts by IAF Aircraft provided by the Ministry of Defence. Details of deployment are as under:-

(i) 30 personnel with 10 inflatable boats were airlifted from Pune Airbase at 1030 hrs and reached Bellary at 1200 hrs.
(ii) 40 personnel with 08 inflatable boats, MFR Kits, Ropes etc were airlifted from Pune Airbase at 1410 hrs and reached Bellary at 1545 hrs.
(iii) 35 personnel with 10 inflatable boats, 3 Generators, 3 ASKA Lights and other rescue equipments were airlifted from Pune Airbase at 1535 hrs and reached Bellary at 1700 hrs. These personnel and equipments were airlifted by second aircraft.

(iv) The rest 20 personnel with 16 boats and other rescue equipments shall be shifted tomorrow. The boats & equipments have been loaded in the aircraft.
