SPECIAL REPORT ON HEAVY RAINS/FLASH FLOODS IN ANDHRA PRADESH, KARNATAKA, GOA & MAHARASHTRA – No.02
As a result of formation of a low pressure area in the Bay of Bengal on 28th September 2009, incessant rains have caused flooding in some parts of the States of Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka, Goa and Maharashtra. The details of damage and relief operation undertaken, as reported by these States, as well as logistic support extended by the Government of India are as under:-

ANDHRA PRADESH

(a)
Extent of damage
· Total 05 districts i.e. Kurnool, Krishna, Guntur, Nalgonda and Mahaboobnagar have been affected

· About 7.3 lakh population have been affected. 

· 272 villages have been affected
· 16 human deaths have been reported so far and 02 are injured.

· 02 persons have been injured

· 873 cattle have perished

· 28.447 houses have been damaged.

Relief provided by the State Government:-

· 89 relief camps have been opened by the State Government in which about 4.5 lakh people have been accommodated. 
· 55 boats have been pressed into service in the affected areas.
· 300 swimmers have been deployed.

Logistic support provided by the Government of India:-

· 233 personnel of National Disaster Response Force (NDRF) alongwith 64 inflatable boats have been deployed to the State Government for rescue and relief operations. 

· In addition, 485 personnel alongwith 129 boats are also being airlifted today the 3rd October 2009 on the basis of the request of the State Government.

Logistic support provided by the Ministry of Defence:-
Army

· In Karnool district, 02 columns with 08 BAUTs, 04 OBMs, 0ne three men recce best, 01 inflatable BAUT and 120 life jackets have been deployed. 

· In Mahboob Nagar district, 03 columns with 10 BAUTs, 09 OBMs and 200 life jackets deployed

· In Vijaywada district, 02 columns with 08 BAUTs, 02 OBMs, 02 inflatable BAUTs and 160 life jackets have been deployed.

Navy

· In Vijayawada, 02 teams alongwith 02 Gemini boats have been deployed.  

· 03 teams alongwith 03 Gemini boats each is being deployed in Kurnool and Mehboob Nagar districts. 

Air

· 04 Chetak and 04 MI-8 heptrs carried out 16 sorties and airlifted 57 passengers

KARNATAKA
(a)
Extent of damage
· 05 districts i.e. Raichur, Koppal, Bagalkot, Gadag and Bellary have been affected.
· 137 human deaths have been reported so far.

· 1.15 lakh houses have been damaged.

· 2912 cattle have perished.

Relief provided by the State Government:-

· 583 relief camps have been opened in which about 1.65 lakh people have been accommodated.
· 20,000 food packets have been airdropped in Bellary district

(c)
Logistic support provided by the Government of India:-

· 105 personnel of National Disaster Response Force (NDRF) alongwith 30 inflatable boats deployed in affected districts for rescue and relief operations. 

· In addition, 150 personnel and 50 boats are also being airlifted today the 3rd October 2009 on the basis of the request of the State Government.

Logistic support provided by the Ministry of Defence:-

Army

· In Bagalkot district, 02 columns have been deployed with 08 BAUTs.

· 01 column has been dispatched to Bijapur district for rescue and relief operations.

Navy

· 02 teams each with 02 Gemini boats have been deployed in Gadag and Karwar districts.  

Air

· 03 AN-32 aircraft and 01-MI-8 heptr carried out 15 sorties and airlifted 3.1 ton load and 95 passengers.
III)
GOA

· Canacona taluka in the State has been affected severely. 

· As water has started receding, no rescue teams are required by the State.

· The State Administration has deployed PWD to open up the blockage on the National Highway 17 to Karwar, which has since been opened. 

IV)
MAHARASHTRA

· Sindhudurg and Ratnagiri districts are reported to be affected by heavy rains/floods.
· The situation is reported to be under control.

· As ascertained from the State Government, no central logistic support is required by the State Government. 

Measures taken by Ministry of Defence
· In order to have effective coordination for rescue and relief operations by Armed forces, Ministry of Defence has established two Relief Coordination Cells – one at Air Force Training Command, Bangalore and the second at Andhra Sub Area (Hyderabad) under Sub Area Commander.  The cells will be functional wef 3rd Oct 2009 (AN).
Monitoring by MHA

· Senior Officers of the Ministry of Home Affairs are in constant touch with the State Authorities and other agencies. The situation is being monitored on round the clock basis by the Control Room, Ministry of Home Affairs. 
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
