SPECIAL REPORT ON HEAVY RAINS/FLASH FLOODS IN ANDHRA PRADESH, KARNATAKA, GOA & MAHARASHTRA – No.05

I.
IMD 


As per IMD Report dated 06.10.2009, The upper air cyclonic circulation in lower levels over west Madhya Pradesh and neighbourhood now lies over north Madhya Pradesh and adjoining West Uttar Pradesh.


a) Forecast for next 2-3 days

· Ongoing rainfall activity over northwest India will decrease considerably from tomorrow onwards.

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity with isolated heavy to very heavy falls is likely over West Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand and Madhya Pradesh during next 24 hours. Rainfall activity is likely to increase over East Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and northeastern States during next 48 hours.

· Scattered rainfall activity is likely over Maharashtra, Coastal Karnataka and Kerala & Lakshadweep during next 1-2 days.  

b) Warning: 

· Isolated heavy to very heavy falls is likely over Uttarakhand, West Uttar Pradesh and Madhya Pradesh during next 24 hours and over Bihar, East Uttar Pradesh, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and northeastern States during next 48 hours.

As a result of formation of low pressure area, there have been incessant rains which caused severe flooding in some parts of the States of Andhra Pradesh and Karnataka.  
II.
MONITORING BY MHA

Home Secretary, Secretary (BM) and other Senior Officers of Ministry of Home Affairs as well as NDMA are in constant touch with the State Authorities and other agencies. The situation is being monitored on round the clock basis by the Control Room, Ministry of Home Affairs. 


Keeping in view the severity of the situation caused by heavy rains/floods, MHA has rushed the NDRF personnel along with boats in the affected areas from Bhatinda, NOIDA, Pune, Arakkonam (Tamil Nadu) and Mundali (Orissa).

· 714 water rescue trained personnel of National Disaster Response Force (NDRF) alongwith 235 inflatable motorized boats, 310 lifebuoys and 225 life jackets have been deployed in the districts of Kurnool (142 personnel + 89 boats+100 lifebuoys and 30 life jackets), Krishna(182 personnel + 66 boats+90 lifebuoys and 120 life jackets), Mehboob Nagar (136 personnel + 38 boats, 35 lifebuoys and 15 life jackets) and Nandhiyal (254 personnel + 42 boats + 85 lifebuoys and 60 life jackets) for rescue and relief operations. 

· 205 water rescue trained personnel and 60 inflatable boats of NDRF Bn Gandhinagar are in readiness at Ahmadabad airport to be airlifted based on the operational requirements of the states and availability of aircraft.

· 04 Columns along with 17 BAUTs, 07 OBMs, 280 Life Jackets deployed in Kurnool and Vijaywada districts for rescue and relief. In addition, two three medical teams also deployed.

Navy

· 08 rescue teams have been deployed in the districts of Kurnool and Vijaywada. 

· A helicopter detachment comprising of two Chetak heptrs established at Vijaywada for relief operations. 

Air Force

· A total of 02 IL-76 aircrafts, 07 AN-32 and 20 helicopters (10 – MI-8, 7-Chetak, AVRO-02 & MI-17-1) deployed for rescue and relief operations in the affected areas of Andhra Pradesh and Karnataka.

· 249 water rescue trained personnel of National Disaster Response Force (NDRF) alongwith 73 inflatable motorized boats, 352 lifebuoys and 60 life jackets deployed in the districts of Bagalkote (76 personnel + 19 boats + 88 lifebuoys + 15 life jackets), Raichur (71 personnel + 22 boats + 88 lifebuoys + 15 life jackets), Gadag (36 personnel + 13 boats + 88 lifebuoys + 15 life jackets ) and Bijapur (66 personnel + 19 boats + 352 lifebuoys + 60 life jackets) for rescue and relief operations.

· 04 Columns along with 11 BAUTs, 06 OBMs and 200 Life Jackets have been deployed in Ron, Hungan, Bijapur District and Karwar District.

· 04 diving teams deployed in Gadag and Uttar Kannada/Karwar.  In addition a team of 02 officers and 30 sailors including 03 medical assistant has also been deployed for landslide rescue operation in Karwar.

Air Force

· A total of 02 IL-76 aircrafts, 07 AN-32 and 20 helicopters (10 – MI-8, 7-Chetak, AVRO-02 & MI-17-1) deployed for rescue and relief operations in the affected areas of Andhra Pradesh and Karnataka.

IV.
Measures taken by Ministry of Defence

In order to have effective coordination for rescue and relief operations by Armed forces, Ministry of Defence has established two Relief Coordination Cells – one at Air Force Training Command, Bangalore and the second at Andhra Sub Area (Hyderabad) under Sub Area Commander.  The cells are functional wef 3rd Oct 2009 (AN).

The NDRF personnel deployed are engaged in large scale rescue and evacuation operations and distribution of food, drinking water and other relief items to the affected people in Andhra Pradesh and Karnataka.
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
