I.
IMD 
As per IMD Report dated 09.10.2009, the upper air cyclonic circulation in lower levels over north Bihar and neighbourhood persists. A trough from this system extends upto south Bay of Bengal.

(a) Forecast for next 2-3 days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity with isolated heavy to very heavy falls is likely over northeastern States during next 1-2 days. 

· Weather is likely to remain mainly dry over west, central and plains of northwest India.

(b) Warning: 
· Isolated Heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over northeastern States during next 24 hours.

CWC
Advisory issued by MHA
On receipt of information from CWC, an advisory has been issued by MHA to the State of Uttar Pradesh informing about the High Flood Situation in the river Ghaghra at the flood forecasting site Elgin Bridge in district Barabanki.


III.
MONITORING BY MHA

Home Secretary, Secretary (BM) and other Senior Officers of Ministry of Home Affairs as well as NDMA are in constant touch with the State Authorities and other agencies. The situation is being monitored on round the clock basis by the Control Room, Ministry of Home Affairs. 


Keeping in view the severity of the situation caused by heavy rains/floods, MHA has rushed the NDRF personnel along with boats in the affected areas from Bhatinda, NOIDA, Pune, Arakkonam (Tamil Nadu) and Mundali (Orissa).

· 03 Columns along with 12 BAUTs, 07 OBMs, 220 Life Jackets and 03 three men recce boat deployed in Vijaywada district and continue to provide aid for rescue and relief. In addition, two medical teams also deployed.
· One Army Column has been shifted from Kurnool to Vijaywada. However, two column (one each from Kurnool and Guntur) have been derequisitioned on 08 Oct 09 at 1700 hrs.
