IMD 
As per IMD report dated 11.10.2009, a cyclonic circulation in the lower levels over extreme south peninsular persists.
Forecast for next 48 Hours
· Mainly dry weather is likely to continue over west, central and plains of northwest India.

· Southwest monsoon is likely to withdraw from remaining parts of northwest India and some parts of east & central India during next 48 hours.

CWC
Advisory issued by MHA
On receipt of information from CWC, advisories have been issued by Ministry of Home Affairs to the State of Uttar Pradesh informing about the trend of river Ghaghra at the flood forecasting site Ayodhya in district Faizabad and further requesting them to take all necessary precautionary measures.  The river is presently flowing in an unprecedented flood situation with steady trend and will likely to recede.
