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SPECIAL REPORT ON HEAVY RAINS/FLASH FLOODS IN ANDHRA PRADESH, KARNATAKA & UTTAR PRADESH – NO. 11

I.
IMD 

As per IMD report dated 12.10.2009, Southwest monsoon has further withdrawn from remaining parts of Uttarakhand, Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan & Gujarat, entire Madhya Pradesh and many parts of Bihar, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh and Maharashtra. The withdrawal line passes through Forbesganj, Ranchi, Raigarh, Yeotmal, Ahmednagar, Alibag, 180 N/ 700 E and  180 N/ 600 E.
Conditions are favourable for further withdrawal of southwest monsoon from remaining parts of east India and northeastern states during next 2-3 days.

Forecast for next 48 Hours

· Weather is likely to be mainly dry over most parts of the country outside south peninsula India where isolated to scattered rain/thundershowers is likely during next 3-4 days. 

· Both maximum and minimum temperatures are 1-30 C above normal over many parts of the country. These are likely to fall by about 20 C gradually during next 4-5 days.
