SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 27.07.2010

	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY
HARYANA

· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State.

· The flood situation in district Ambala, Kurukshetra, Kaithal, Sirsa and Fatehabad is improving and is under control.

· 600 Villages (Kurukshetra-247, Kaithal-147, Ambala-22, Fatehabad-127 and Sirsa-57) have been affected. 

· 30 human lives have been lost so far across the state.

· 67 cattle/livestock have perished.
· 02 teams of NDRF have been deployed in Sirsa district consisting of 59 personnel alongwith boats and other life saving aids, for emergency response and rescue operations in flood affected areas.

· The situation is under control and getting back to normal.

PUNJAB

· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State.

· 30 casualties have been reported so far across the state.

· 52 cattle/livestock have perished.
· 154 houses fully and 974 houses have been partially damaged.

· 99 Medical teams (Patiala-75 & Rupnagar-24) and 1 Ambulance Team of NDRF have been deployed for medical treatment. 60-70 persons have been checked in 19 villages in distt. Mansa.

· About 375 persons have been accommodated in 08 relief camps in Mansa district.

· About 1500 persons have been evacuated in Sangrur district so far.

· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over West Coast and northwest India. 
· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Gujarat during next 24 hours and decrease thereafter.
· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Coastal areas of Andhra Pradesh, Orissa during next 24 hours and increase thereafter.
· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over East and Northeast India.
· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over Central India during next 48 hours and increase thereafter.

· 18 teams consisting of 651 personnel of NDRF have been deployed in Assam - (4), Andhra Pradesh – (2), Bihar – (4), Maharashtra - (4), Uttarakhand - (1), Gujarat – (1) and Haryana – (2).

Moderate Flood Site

Assam

· River Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 105.21m against the danger level of 104.24m with a falling trend.

· River Brahmaputra at Neamatighat is flowing at 85.21m against the danger level of 85.04m with a steady trend.

· River Brahmaputra at Dhubri is flowing at 28.97m against the danger level of 28.62m with a rising trend.

· River Desang at Sivasagar is flowing at 94.54m against the danger level of 94.46m with a falling trend.

· River Dhansiri (S) at Golaghat is flowing at 78.56m against the danger level of 77.42m with a falling trend.

· River Puthimari at Kamrup is flowing at 51.95m against the danger level of 51.81m with a falling trend.

· River Beki at Barpeta is flowing at 45.23m against the danger level of 45.10m with a falling trend.

Bihar

· River Bagmati at Muzzaffarpur is flowing at 48.94m against the danger level of 48.68m with a falling trend.

· River Kosi at Basua is flowing at 48.02m against the danger level of 47.75m with a falling trend.

DETAILED SITUATION

HARYANA

· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State.

· The flood situation in district Ambala, Kurukshetra, Kaithal, Sirsa and Fatehabad is improving and is under control.

· 600 Villages (Kurukshetra-247, Kaithal-147, Ambala-22, Fatehabad-127 and Sirsa-57) have been affected. 

· 30 human live lost have been reported so far across the state.

· 67 cattle/livestock have perished.
· 02 teams of NDRF have been deployed in Sirsa district consisting of 59 personnel alongwith boats and other life saving aids, for emergency response and rescue operations in flood affected area.

· The situation is under control and getting back to normal.

PUNJAB
· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State.

· 30 casualties have been reported so far across the state.

· 52 cattle/livestock have perished.
· 154 houses fully and 974 houses have been partially damaged.

· 99 Medical teams (Patiala-75 & Rupnagar-24) and 1 Ambulance Team of NDRF have been deployed for medical treatment. 60-70 persons have been checked in 19 villages in distt. Mansa.

· About 375 persons have been accommodated in 08 relief camps in Mansa district.

· About 1500 persons have been evacuated in Sangrur district so far. 

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 27th JULY, 2010

· In Assam, 04 teams consisting of 132 personnel (Dibrugarh-34, Dhubri-35, Hailakandi-30 and Dhemaji-33) alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any floods or any other disaster.

· In Andhra Pradesh, 02 teams consisting of 77 personnel in Vijaywada deployed to provide emergency response during flood situation.  Both teams reached at Vijaywada on 25.07.2010 at 0800 hrs.  
· In Bihar, 04 teams consisting of 130 personnel (Saharsa-64 and Muzaffarpur-66) deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.

· In Maharashtra, 04 teams consisting of 182 personnel (Kurla West-44, Andheri-44, Bhandup-45 and Shivdi-49) alongwith equipment have been deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.

· In Uttarakhand, 01 team in Gala Post, Pithoragarh consisting of 32 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed to deal with any natural calamities or any contingency during the entire period of Kailash Mansarovar Yatra 2010.

· In Haryana, 02 teams in Sirsa district, consisting of 59 personnel alongwith boats and other life saving aids have been deployed for emergency response and rescue operations in flood affected area.

· In Gujarat, 01 team in Patan district, consisting of 39 personnel alongwith boats and other DM equipment have been deployed for rescuing three passenger buses/vehicles which are trapped in flood water near village Juharpura.
