SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 30.07.2010

	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY
HARYANA

· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State.

· The flood situation in district Ambala, Kurukshetra, Kaithal, Sirsa and Fatehabad is improving and is under control.

· 600 Villages (Kurukshetra-247, Kaithal-147, Ambala-22, Fatehabad-127 and Sirsa-57) have been affected. 

· 30 human lives have been lost so far across the state.

· 67 cattle/livestock have perished.
· 01 team of NDRF has been deployed in Sirsa district consisting of 42 personnel alongwith boats and other life saving aids, for emergency response and rescue operations in flood affected areas.

· The situation is under control and getting back to normal.

PUNJAB

· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State.

· 30 casualties have been reported so far across the state.

· 66 cattle/livestock have perished.
· 157 houses fully and 1074 houses have been partially damaged.

· 99 Medical teams (Patiala-75 & Rupnagar-24) and 1 Ambulance Team of NDRF have been deployed for medical treatment. 60-70 persons have been checked in 19 villages in distt. Mansa.

· About 375 persons have been accommodated in 08 relief camps in Mansa district.

· About 1500 persons have been evacuated in Sangrur district so far.

· Widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over west coast.
· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand and adjoining northern plains, central and northeast India. 
· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Maharashtra and Goa during next 24 hours and decrease thereafter.

· There are 06 Moderate flood situation sites (Assam-05 and Bihar-01) in the country on 30.07.2010.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF)
· 17 teams consisting of 629 personnel of NDRF have been deployed in Assam - (4), Andhra Pradesh – (2), Bihar – (4), Maharashtra - (4), Uttarakhand - (1), Kerala – (1) and Haryana – (1).

· River Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.77m against the danger level of 104.24m with a rising trend.

· River Brahmaputra at Dhubri is flowing at 28.86m against the danger level of 28.62m with a falling trend.

· River Dhansiri (S) at Golaghat is flowing at 89.52 against the danger level of 89.50m with a rising trend.

· River Dhansiri (S) at Numaligarh is flowing at 78.18m against the danger level of 74.42m with a rising trend.

· River Kushiyara at Karimganj is flowing at 15.00m against the danger level of 14.94m with a rising trend.

Bihar

· River Kosi at Basua is flowing at 48.03m against the danger level of 47.75m with a falling trend.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 30th  JULY, 2010

· In Assam, 04 teams consisting of 125 personnel (Dibrugarh-34, Dhubri-30, Hailakandi-30 and Dhemaji-31) alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any floods or any other disaster.

· In Andhra Pradesh, 02 teams consisting of 77 personnel in Vijaywada have been deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.  
· In Bihar, 04 teams consisting of 130 personnel (Saharsa-67 and Muzaffarpur-64) deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.

· In Maharashtra, 04 teams consisting of 182 personnel (Kurla West-44, Andheri-44, Bhandup-45 and Shivdi-49) alongwith equipment have been deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.

· In Uttarakhand, 01 team in Gala Post, Pithoragarh consisting of 32 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed to deal with any natural calamities or any contingency during the entire period of Kailash Mansarovar Yatra 2010.

· In Haryana, 01 team in Sirsa district, consisting of 42 personnel alongwith boats and other life saving aids have been deployed for emergency response and rescue operations in flood affected area.

· In Kerala, 01 team in Kozhikode district, consisting of 41 personnel alongwith deep drivers and rescue equipment has been deployed for monsoon pre-positioning and monsoon/flood related emergencies.
