SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 01.06.2010
METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Monsoon Watch

· According to IMD, the Northern limit of Monsoon (NLM) passes through Lat.12.0°N/ Long.60.0°E, Lat.12.0°N/ Long.70.0°E, Kannur, Salem, Nagapattinam, Lat. 12.0°N/Long. 84.0°E, Lat. 15.0° N/ Long. 87.0°E, Lat. 18.0° N/ Long. 90.0°E and Lat. 21.0° N/ Long.93.0°E. 
· Conditions are favourable for further advance of southwest monsoon into some parts of central Arabian Sea, coastal & south interior Karnataka and Goa during next 24 hours. Further advance of monsoon will depend upon the intensity and direction of movement of depression currently lying over central Arabian Sea. 

Chief features

· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Kerala, Lakshadweep, coastal Karnataka, Konkan & Goa and northeastern states and scattered over interior Karnataka and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.
· Isolated rain/thundershowers would occur over north interior Karnataka and Madhya Maharashtra during next 24 hours and increase thereafter.
· Isolated to scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over Western Himalayan region, Rajasthan, Gujarat and Punjab on 2nd and increase thereafter. 

· Isolated rain/thundershower would occur over east India.
· Dust raising winds would prevail over Rajasthan and Gujarat during next 48 hours.
· Slight rise in maximum temperatures over Indo-Genetic plains during next 2 days.

Warning

· Fishermen are advised not to venture into the sea along and off Gujarat coast from 2nd June.
· Isolated heavy rainfall would occur over Assam & Meghalaya and Arunachal Pradesh during next 48 hours.
· Thunder squalls may occur at isolated places over Bihar, Jharkhand, West Bengal & Sikkim and Orissa during next 48 hours.

Outlook for next two days

· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Kerala, Lakshadweep, coastal Karnataka, northeastern states and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.
· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over northwest and west India.

· In Uttarakhand, 01 team in Gala Post, Pithoragarh consisting of 12 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed for dealing with any natural calamities or any contingency during the entire period of Kailash Mansarovar Yatra 2010 w.e.f. 21.5.2010 to till date.
